Likelihood x Impact L x I = R (new risk level)


	· Slipping/Tripping hazards (e.g. poorly maintained floors or stairs)

· Fire (e.g. from flammable materials)

· Chemicals & Hazardous substances (e.g. cleaning fluids)

· Moving parts of machinery (e.g. blades)

· Working at height above 2.5m (e.g. platforms, etc)

· Vehicles

· Electricity (e.g. wiring)
· Temperatures
etc

	First aid injury – minor cuts, sprains, bruises

Up to 3 days injury – broken fingers, toes, sprained tendons or muscles, illness 
Serious injury – head injury, loss of consciousness, broken bones, dislocations, respiratory problems.  Usually an injury from which full recovery is possible.

Death or very serious injury to one person – Loss of limb, paralysis or life changing injury from which full recovery is unlikely.

Death or very serious injury to more than one person.

The level of risk left over after the required controls have been implemented and are judged to be working as intended.
